Important Information on Schedule Changes: 
 

Once a school term has begun, Mulberry Senior High School will not allow schedule changes for reasons of 
conflict with teachers or student refusal to do assigned work.  MHS keeps its students in Honors and AP classes 
when test scores indicate that the student is capable of working on that level.  Research indicates that students 
taking higher level courses whenever possible have a better chance of getting into ƘƛƎƘπǊŀƴƪƛƴƎ ŎƻƭƭŜƎŜǎΣ ŀƴŘ being 
more successful, than students who take less rigorous courses.  In those rare instances when a transfer to a 
different level course is being considered, Mulberry Senior High School ǊŜǉǳƛǊŜǎ ŀ ǇŀǊŜƴǘπǘŜŀŎƘŜǊ ŎƻƴŦŜǊŜƴŎŜ with 
the Academic Committee before that change is possible.
