The Florida Bright Futures Gold Seal Voca-
tional Scholarship program recognizes and re-
wards excellence for academic achievement and 
vocational preparation.  This renewable scholar-
ship may be used at a Florida public university, 
community college, area vocational center, or 
accredited private post-secondary vocational, 
technical, trade or business school. 

Upon completion of the Academy of Hospital-
ity and Tourism course sequence, students will 
have completed the mandatory classes in order 
to be eligible, yet another benefit of our program. 

 
Florida Bright Futures Gold Seal Award: 
 Public Institution-an amount equal to 

75% of tuition and fees (including lab 
fees up to $300 per semester) 

 Private institution-Fixed award amount 
based on 75% of tuition and fees cov-
ered at a comparable Florida public 
institution prorated by term and hours. 

 
A scholarship may be awarded to an initial 
applicant who has: 
 3.0 weighted GPA using the 15.5 core 

credits required for high school gradua-
tion with a 4-year diploma, and a 

 3.5 un-weighted GPA in a minimum of 
three vocational credits in one voca-
tional program, 

 And appropriate test scores
